While we have been conditioned over
the last thirty years to look out for number
one, we need to hear again the Bible's call
to look after one another.

Testament. As we do, it's my prayer that
we might be open to the Holy Spirit at
work among us, and that we might each be
willing to do our bit in demonstrating that,
to us, community matters.
