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W e’re on a mission from God, you and I. Left to our own 
devices it would indeed be a 
mission impossible. You see, we are 
called to reflect God’s glory. By our 
lives and our voices we are called to 
join Him in the mission of making 
Jesus known in all the world. 
    But we are not left to our own 
devices and despite what you may 
have heard in the past we are not 
called to win the world for Christ. 
In fact, if we’re honest, left to our 
own devices we are unlikely to win 
anyone over. Only the Spirit of God 
can truly reveal Jesus to the world 
and He is on a mission to do so. Yet 
He has chosen to involve you and 
me in the process. Whether you like 
it or not, if you are a follower of 
Jesus, you are also an ambassador 
for Him. You are on the mission 
team if you like. 

    The question is, what kind of 
ambassador am I? 
    Often when we hear the term 
mission or missionary we have 
preconceived notions of what that 
means (rarely does it mean me!!).  
    Over the next few weeks we are 
going to take a fresh look at what it 
means to be together in mission 
with God. What does it mean for 
our Church? Our neighborhood? 
Our families? What can Jesus tell us 
about the mission of God and our 
part in it? 
    If you’re feeling that your faith 
journey is a little stale; if you’re 
tired of just playing church; or if 
you’re eager to seek God for 
direction in life, come and join us 
over the next few weeks as we seek 
to discover our mission … should 
we choose to accept it.
